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Design Against Fur 2009 - European & International Region

The campaign poster design competition with a conscience

1) Who can participate:  All students who are registered in a college or university for 2008/2009.

2) What’s in it for the animals: It is only when the public stops buying and wearing fur that millions of animals will be safe from cruelty on trap lines and in factory-like production operations. Your students have the talent to convey an important message to fashion shoppers that there is nothing desirable or fashionable about wearing fur. It isn’t perfectly acceptable to flaunt wealth by inflicting cruelty on animals. We want students to speak up on behalf of those animals by convincing consumers to have a compassionate fur-free wardrobe.

3) Background: Fur coats, fur accessories, and fur trimmed items are made from the skins of animals that have experienced tremendous amounts of pain and suffering.  Each year, over 75 million animals suffer and die at the hands of the fur trade. Likely more than half those animals die specifically for fur trim which many consumers incorrectly believe is made from the scraps of fur left over from making fur coats.  Today, the majority of foxes raised on fur farms are killed specifically for fur trim. 

4) What’s in it for you: Tutors have let us know that this contest is a valuable exercise for their students. The students have the experience of designing for a real client. They have a real life issue to create a message for. Students learn to participate in the broader world of personal choices and ethics by speaking up against fur.

Along with direct business experience students can receive recognition and prizes and the competition can be an excellent networking experience for students.

9) Design brief & submission requirements:

Design a creative, compelling poster that delivers the compassionate message that the wearing of fur is cruel and unnecessary (you are not required to use these or any specific words or slogans). How you do that is up to you. We’re giving you the freedom to show us how to reach our target market of young, fashion conscious women, 18-30 years of age with our message. We want the modern world to celebrate all animals and not victimize them by killing them to wear their skins. We want you to help us make that happen.

Your submission package must include:

· Each poster must convey the concept that the wearing of fur is cruel and unnecessary. 
· A completed Student Submission & Copyright/Royalty Free form – download at: http://www.infurmation.com/daf/2009/req.php Only copyright-free and royalty-free material, images and photographs may be used.
· The Fur Free Alliance (FFA) logo (available at http://www.infurmation.com/daf/2009/req.php) and the www.inFURmation.com URL should be incorporated into your design.
· Depending on your country, you may also need to include the logo of your national FFA member group, in addition to the FFA logo.  See below (10) for details or check if their logo is available to download here: http://www.infurmation.com/daf/2009/national.php.
· One A3 size paper copy of your poster (at 300dpi), printed in colour, mounted on card.
· Your poster must bear the student's name, school affiliation, telephone number and Entry Registration Number, posted on the back. 

A CD containing all of the following: 
· Your poster design in the original file format of the computer program you used to design it (ex. an Adobe Illustrator, InDesign or Photoshop file). This enables us to use your poster even if we're unable to contact you in the future. Please see "The Official Rules" (number 17) to see changes we may make. File should be named using your last name following this convention: lastname_firstname_program_Reg#.pdf. 

· Your poster in high-resolution print-ready (300 dpi) Acrobat PDF file format. Remember to embed fonts, and distil as press optimized, camera-ready (do not 'down sample' graphics). File should be named using this order: lastname_firstname_print_Reg#.pdf . 

· A copy of your design in JPG format, saved at 72 dpi, with a width of 353 pixels (for portrait orientation) OR a height of 353 pixels (for landscape orientation). File should be named using this order: lastname_firstname_preview_Reg#.jpg

· A thumbnail of your design in JPG format, saved at 72 dpi, with a width of 71 pixels (for portrait orientation) OR a height of 71 pixels (for landscape orientation). File should be named using this order: lastname_firstname_thumb_Reg#.jpg

· A copy of your design in JPG format size 2200x1600 pixels (max), with a maximum file size of 1MB. File should be named using this order: lastname_firstname_hires_Reg#.jpg
· Label the CD in this order: last name, first name, school affiliation, your telephone number and Entry Registration Number – please print legibly.

· Where a class is submitting a number of posters, we encourage you to burn all files onto a single CD. In this case, however, for each student included in the submission, the CD should contain a folder named with the individual student’s last name, first name and Entry Registration Numbers (lastname_firstname_Folder_Reg#.). Each folder should contain that student’s entry materials. Label the CD with the professor & student names, school affiliation, professor’s telephone number and all Entry Registration Number – please print legibly.
